Guidelines for Conference Research Presentations

The Nippon Finance Association has established the following guidelines to ensure the smooth operation of research
presentations at the conference. Session chairs, presenters, and discussants are requested to observe the following
points.

1. Presentation Manuscripts

The period for uploading revised presentation manuscripts has ended. The Secretariat will send presentation
manuscripts to the discussants by email. If a revised manuscript has been submitted, the revised version will be sent.
If no revised version has been submitted, the manuscript submitted at the time of application will be sent.

If presenters wish to share a further revised manuscript with their discussants after the deadline, they should contact
the discussant directly and send the manuscript after obtaining the discussant’s consent. Please note, however, that
such revisions may not be reflected in the manuscript already sent by the Secretariat, the program information, or the
materials posted on the members-only website.

2. Preparation of Presentation Materials at the Venue
This conference will be held in person. Research presentations and discussions should be conducted in person at the
venue. Online presentations and discussions are not planned.

Each room will be equipped with an HDMI projector. No presentation PC will be provided in the rooms. Presenters
should bring their own PCs. Please also bring any necessary adapters for HDMI connection, such as a USB-C-to-
HDMI adapter or a Mini DisplayPort-to-HDMI adapter.

Distribution of printed materials is optional. Presenters who wish to distribute printed materials should prepare the
necessary number of copies themselves.

3. Presentation Format

Each presentation consists of a 20-minute research presentation, a 10-minute discussant presentation, and a 10-minute
Q&A session, for a total of 40 minutes. Session chairs, presenters, and discussants should proceed according to this
time allocation.

Presenters are also requested to note the following points:
* At the beginning of the presentation, briefly state the purpose of the research, the main findings, and the implications.

+ Allocate sufficient time to explaining the academic contribution of the research.
* For empirical studies, clearly explain the data sources, sample period, methodology, and main findings.

* Avoid spending excessive time on derivations of equations or technical details, and focus on conveying the essential
aspects of the research and its economic or financial significance.
* Avoid expressions that may be perceived as advertising for specific institutions, products, or services.

4. Arrival Time on the Day of the Conference

Presenters and discussants should arrive at the session room at least 10 minutes before the start of the session and
introduce themselves to the session chair. They should also check that their presentation materials can be properly
projected.



5. Role of Session Chairs
Session chairs are responsible for the smooth operation of the session. If there are any requests in advance to change
the chair, presentation order, or discussant assignments, please coordinate among the participants within the session.

On the day of the conference, session chairs are requested to perform the following roles:
* Confirm the attendance of presenters and discussants

* Manage the start and end times of the session

* Manage the time allocation for each presentation

- Facilitate the transition to the discussant presentation and Q&A session
* Organize questions from the floor

* Encourage questions from the floor when there is no discussant or when questions are not readily raised

Please inform presenters and discussants of the remaining time as needed so that the session does not exceed the
scheduled time.

6. Role of Discussants
Discussants are expected to provide constructive comments based on the presentation, focusing on the following
points:

* The contribution of the research and its relationship to the existing literature
* Important issues related to the methodology and interpretation of the results

* Suggestions for future improvement

The discussant presentation is 10 minutes. It is not necessary to cover all possible issues. Please focus on the most
important points and comment concisely.

7. Q& A Session

The Q&A session is scheduled for 10 minutes for each presentation. The session chair should take questions from the
floor and facilitate the discussion within the allotted time. Questioners are requested to state their name and affiliation
before asking a concise question.
